(1 mark)
e Tourists can participate in workshops for making accessories using seashells. (1 mark)
e Creating accommodation/lodging facility. (1 mark)

h. Based on the reading text (Text 3A) and listening text (Text 3B), what are the positive
and negative aspects of Nekojima? (4 marks)

Note: Any of the answers below can be considered. These answers are sample answers, and even if
students don't write the exact phrases, providing answers similar to the following sample answer can
still receive marks.

Positive:

There is a beautiful ocean view.

There are more cats than humans.

You can see different kinds of cats.

You can try fresh seafood dish.

You can enjoy marine sports.

The extraordinary number of cats is good publicity for media and attracts more visitors.
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e You can enjoy the uniqueness of the island.
e  You can visit famous Nekojima.

Negative:

It can feel lonely because there are more cats than humans.

The island could become uninhabited if none tries to develop Nekojima.
There are no hospitals, shops, supermarkets, or vending machines.

It is difficult to get there since there aren't good transportation facilities.

The only way to get there is by ferry which can only be available once a day.
